Å Spaceflight site licensing is done by 
the FAA (the lead federal agency). 

Å Safety of the uninvolved public is 
paramount. 

Å Spaceport Camden County will only 
occur if FAA approves. 

Å The approval process involves 
significant public involvement and 
government stakeholders. 

Å The National Aeronautics and Space 
Administration and National Park 
Service are cooperating agencies for 
the Environmental Impact 
Statement (EIS).



LICENSING & PERMITTING PROCESS

Office of Commercial Space Transportation (AST)

Licensing and Permitting Review

ÅPolicy Review ðDetermines whether a proposed launch would jeopardize 

U.S. National Security, International Obligations or Foreign policy Interest.

ÅPayload Review ðDetermines if a license applicant or payload owner or 

operator has obtained all required licenses, authorizations, and permits. Does 

not apply to payloads under the jurisdiction of any other government agency.

ÅFinancial Responsibility Determination ðProof of financial responsibility is 

required. This is usually fulfilled by purchase of liability insurance.

ÅEnvironmental Review ðProposal must be reviewed under NEPA. Upon 

completion, this EIS process will fulfill the environmental review portion of the 

license application (after the FAA publishes the Final EIS and Record of 

Decision ).

ÅSafety Review ðDetermines if an applicant can safely conduct the launch 

of the proposed launch vehicle(s) and payloads(s ).
